Your child(ren) has joined our ‘Learn to Swim’ or ‘Development’ section of the Club and will be swimming for either half an hour or an hour in Senior Development, please ensure your child is on poolside and ready to start swimming at the time you have been given. During your time with us your child will gradually move up the pool and, on the way will earn badges and certificates in the ASA National Plan for Swimming. For more details of the skills and stroke developments that are required to pass each Badge, please see me.

Joining
You will be given forms to complete; our own Membership Form; the ASA Membership Form and a Standing Order Mandate.   Please complete these and return them to me at your second session, all information is necessary to enable us to teach your child(ren) safely and effectively.   Please also ensure you read the Data Protection and Photographic consent /Constitution information on the backs of the forms and sign to confirm you have done so. The Standing Order Mandate is necessary as we would really appreciate it if all fees could be paid by Standing Order. The current fees for this section of the club are £11.00 per month, for half an hour and £14.00 per month for an hour. If the standing order cannot be set up until next month, please pay this month’s fees by cash/cheque (payable to W.B.A.S.C.). Please return the tear off slip at the bottom of the Standing Order mandate to enable our Treasurer to have a record of who is paying and when to expect the first payment. The top half of your form needs to be sent to your bank. Details of what you need to pay on joining are given below:

On Arrival each week

Please ensure that your child is ready to swim at the allotted time and that they haven’t eaten for at least an hour prior to getting into the pool.  We would like all children to wear swimming hats but cannot enforce it, however, we do insist that all girls and boys with long hair wear hats at all times. If you would like one of the ‘Otters’ hats, they are available  for £1.00 or £5.00 each (Otters hats). In addition we can also supply swimming costumes/trunks, goggles and other equipment.
Housekeeping

· Please be on time for your lesson.

· Please do not allow children to change on ‘poolside’ they must change in the changing rooms provided.

· Please do not allow children under 8 to be in the changing rooms unattended.

· Please don’t allow younger children to run around, we would hate to see anyone get hurt.

· Please contact me if your child is not going to be attending swimming for 4 consecutive weeks. We have a very full waiting list and if your child has not been for some time and we have not been advised of the reason, we may use your space for another child.

· Please don’t allow your child to swim if they have any open wounds or if they have a bad cold or are feeling unwell.

Wootton Bassett Amateur Swimming Club is run entirely by volunteers. Every person you see teaching or helping out is giving up their own time for the Club. Most of the teachers you will see on poolside are qualified to at least ‘ASA Assistant Teacher’ level, again, qualifications gained in our own time.
